CEREMONY ARRIVALS: 
 

Warrior Princess - arrive at the Iririki Beach in a fully decorated traditional 
canoe with your personal Warrior escort    
 
Seaplane - depart Iririki Beach for a 10 minute scenic flight over Port Vila 
Harbour and surrounds while your guests assemble and await your arrival.  
                
Helicopter  - depart Iririki Hilltop for a 10 minute scenic flight while guests 
assemble and await your return.          
 
 
CEREMONY ENTERTAINMENT: 
 

Melanesian Serenaders - Island Serenaders in custom dress will herald the 
bride’s arrival by blowing the traditional conch shell, then escort her to the 
arch to be joined in marriage. Following the ceremony their tuneful harmo-
nies provide a romantic backdrop to the signing of the register and taking of 
photographs                                              
 
Children’s Choir - will perform traditional songs to entertain  your guests.

As the sun sinks into the Pacific Ocean enjoy a selection 
of seafood, cheeses, homemade crossinis and dolmades, washed down with 
local beers, imported wines, soft drinks and juices.

Frequently Asked Questions 
 

WHAT DO COUPLES HAVE TO DO TO GET MARRIED AT IRIRIKI? 
Weddings at Iririki are so easy for the clients. To begin with they choose a date, 
preferred time and which wedding package inclusion they would like. We confirm if 
the date and time is available and then we proceed.   
 
We only have one wedding a day at Iririki so we can guarantee personalized service 
to the couple getting married.  
 
An "Intended Marriage Form", which is available from the resort must be fully 
completed and witnessed then forward it to the resort; this form is then lodged 
with the Port Vila Municipal office to confirm your wedding date.  We also need 
photocopies of birth certificates and the information pages of your passports. If 
you have a certificate for a death or divorce of a previous partner or documentation 
of a name change we need that too. We look after everything including all registra-
tion and costs of the legal documents.  
 
In the months leading up to your wedding our Wedding Co-ordinator will assist 
you with all the arrangements that make this your special day - hair and makeup 
bookings, flowers, photography, dinner and reception menus, etc. 
 
It is a requirement that people intending to get married must arrive in Port Vila 3-
three days before the wedding - in exceptional circumstances we can get around it.  
The bridal couple is met at the airport and given an express check-in to the hotel. 
Arrangements start the following day with a meeting with our Wedding Coordina-
tor to finalise any last minute decisions, choose a location for your ceremony and 
ensure you are relaxed and confident in the plans for your special day 



 

WHAT HAPPENS ON THE DAY OF OUR WEDDING? 
 

On the day of the wedding, our Wedding Co-ordinator will talk to the couple in the 
morning, even though they are usually in contact with each other every day. If 
possible, we will give the groom a complimentary room to get changed in, allowing 
the bride private use of their room.  
 
Our Wedding Co-ordinator is on-call to assist the couple with any last minute re-
quirements, and to manage the flow of other services, such as checking on the ar-
rival of flowers, stylists, and so on. Consider our co-ordinator your ‘stand-by 
bridesmaid’, she’s even on hand to help do up your dress and shoes.  
 
About 15 minutes before the wedding your Wedding Co-ordinator will escort the 
groom to the ceremony site to meet the celebrant. Soon after the bride will be col-
lected and escorted to the ceremony.  
 
Traditionally dressed “Serenaders” guide the bride into the ceremony. Local Ni 
Vanuatu witnesses are provided if the couple requires them. The actual service is 
only about 20 minutes long, a non-denominational or civil ceremony are both 
available; services in your preferred faith may also be arranged. A copy of the ser-
vice is available if you require and couples are welcome to write their own vows. 
 



 

WHAT DOES THE ULTIMATE WEDDING PACKAGE CEREMONY INCLUDE? 
 

WITNESSES, CELEBRANT AND REGISTRATION 
Local Ni-Vanuatu attired in island style shirts and dresses play a very low-key role, 
giving the ceremony a romantic South Pacific feel. Of course, you can use your 
own witnesses - just need to fill out the “witness” form and lodge with the rest of 
the documents. We will arrange registration of your marriage with the Port Vila 
Municipal, as well as a local celebrant to officiate. Marriages registered in Vanuatu 
are recognized in Australia, but cannot be re-registered there. 
 
WEDDING LEIS & CROWNS 
Made from fresh local flowers, the leis are adorned after the ceremony in tradi-
tional style.  
 
TRADITIONAL WEDDING ARCH 
The arch is made from fresh local flowers and leaves in the traditional island style 
- idea for photos with the water views in the background. We also use a traditional 
matt and have a table for the register signing, with loose flowers scattered every-
where.  
 
TRADITIONAL FRENCH CROQUEMBOUCHE WEDDING CAKE 
This is just gorgeous -  the Croquembouche is constructed of profiteroles filled 
with delicious cream, stacked and bound with spun toffee.  
 
MELANESIAN SERENADERS 
Local Ni-Vanuatu men from Fatuna Island, that uniquely harmonise their voices. 
Three of them escort the bride to the archway, their singing accompanied by 
acoustic and local wooden guitars and announce her arrival by blowing the conch 
shell. They resume playing after the ceremony while the couple sign the marriage 
certificate and continue during the photo shoot, performing for approximately an 
hour.  
 
CHAMPAGNE 
After the ceremony – you are presented with a bottle of French champagne for a 
wedding toast. This can be substituted for fresh tropical fruit punch presented in 
coconut shells if you prefer.

Terms& Conditions 
 
Y Prices for the Ultimate Wedding Package and Island Escape Wedding Package 

are conditional on a minimum 3 night stay at Iririki Island Resort & Spa.  
Wedding packages may be available to couples not staying at Iririki, sur-
charges apply 

Y Iririki Island Resort & Spa accepts only one wedding booking on each day to 
ensure the best in personalized service on your special day 

Y Prices for the Ultimate Wedding Package and Island Escape Package are valid 
for ceremonies conducted during business hours, surcharges apply for cere-
monies conducted on weekends and public holidays.  

Y Wedding ceremony bookings are conditional upon meeting the terms and 
conditions of Shefa Province, the local authority for registration of marriages. 

Y Once a ceremony date and time are booked the following is required to con-
firm the ceremony: 
  Confirmation of Wedding Booking Form 
  “Notice of Intended Marriage” Form 
  Birth certificates and passports for bride and groom 
  Decree Nisi or death certificate for previous marriages 
  Full payment of Wedding Package cost. 

Y Wedding Ceremonies cancelled not less than 3 months prior to the confirmed 
date will be eligible for a refund of 50% of Wedding Package cost, after that 
time all monies are non-refundable. 

Y Wedding Receptions require a 20% deposit when booking, a further 60% paid 
not less than 6 weeks prior to the event, with balance payable on the night of 
the event. All deposits are non-refundable. Bookings cancelled with less than 
6 weeks notice will be subject to full payment of the estimated revenue.
